We heard from some residents recently that the N-S alleyway north of McCune Ave between
Peach and Mulberry had some potholes and the Street crew took care of quickly.

Crews have been repairing the road at Oak and Meadow and ran into more issues than planned
so the work has taken a bit longer to fully address.

Crews will be touching up the downtown area prior to Mike the Headless Chicken Festival next
weekend.

Chip sealing will begin June 6. We are partnering with the County on their time schedule. They
will begin with local streets, then work on Kingsview Rd. The parking lots at the FCC and Little
Salt Wash Park will also be chip sealed this year.

Judge Robinson, Odette and Margaret conducted interviews for Court Clerk this week and are
narrowing down the finalists.

PD is going to cover the vacant bailiff spot over the summer.

We continue to work with Mesa Grand on virtual buildings, business recruitment and potential
build-to-suit opportunities.

Save the date: Refurbished state-line marker will be dedicated June 25

Historic marker will find new home along I-70

Work is nearing completion on the restoration of a historical marker that was once
celebrated at the state line between Colorado and Utah.

On June 25, the marker, which had become a canvas for graffiti, gunshots and other
abuse, will be celebrated in its new home near the Colorado-Utah state line on the
south, or eastbound, side of Interstate 70.

Members of the public are invited to celebrate the unveiling of the refurbished marker.

What: Ceremony celebrating the refurbished state-line marker

When: Saturday, June 25, 10 a.m.

Where: Colorado-Utah state line, eastbound I-70

How: Grand Valley Transit will provide transportation from the Rabbit Valley
parking lot in the Mclnnis Canyons National Conservation Area. To get there
from Grand Junction, travel west on I-70 and take exit 2. Immediately turn left
onto Rabbit Valley Road to reach the Rabbit Valley Trailhead. Attendees should
arrive at the parking lot between 9:30-9:45 a.m.

Because the event will take place on the side of the Interstate, parking will be very
limited on site. Organizers encourage attendees to utilize the GVT shuttle from Rabbit
Valley.

"This is such an important piece of Mesa County history," said Commissioner Scott
Mclnnis, who led the efforts to restore the marker. "We're really excited to see it
properly restored.”
