Stormwater Update. Mesa County Stormwater Division will be on site September 23rd at the
PW Facility to provide training in pollution prevention and good housekeeping training and will
conduct the annual audit of the facilities.

Road Maintenance Update. Road Maintenance staff continues with road patching completing 8
patches on Columbine and 2 patches on Ottley Ave. Traffic safety is working on replacing street
signs, crosswalk signs, and stop signs and has begun entering replacement sign data into the GIS
system. In addition, traffic safety is replacing thermo-plastic markings in the Recreation Center
parking lot and re-painting parking stalls.
