subdivision was completed this week. Xcel completed the necessary permanent repairs to a gas 

main that was damaged during construction of the sanitary sewer main.  The asphalt cut that 

Xcel had to make in the road is scheduled for repair on Friday October 27, 2023. 

• Reed Park Bid Opening.  Last Friday afternoon, staff held a bid opening for construction of the 

Reed Park renovations. The low bidder was Ford Construction at $2.16 million.  Staff is 

evaluating both bids and will provide an update to Council at the next meeting.

The 
Biofilter pad is to be poured Monday Oct 30, delivery date of Biofilter is expected Oct 30th with 
tentative startup for biofilter the week of November 17th.  Aeration grids for basin 2 are nearly 
finished (1-2) days with startup scheduled for week of Nov. 17th for basin 2. 

Public Works crews participated in the Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping 
Training provided by Mesa County Stormwater Coordinator.  Staff also completed the annual 
facility inspection.
