9. WEED FABRIC IS TO BE 3.5 OZ. SPINBOND, PERMEABLE MATERIAL BY LANDMASTER, OR EQUAL. WEED FABRIC IS TO OVERLAP 6
INCHES AT SEAMS WITH NO GAPS AT EDGES. FABRIC IS TO BE PINNED IN PLACE WITH SOD STAPLE 5' ON CENTER AND IN ALL
CORNERS.

10. SHRUBS AND TREES ARE TO SPACED AS SCALED FROM THE PLANTING PLAN.
11. MULCH FOR SHRUB BEDS SHALL BE 3/4'' TAN GRANITE. MULCH SHALL BE FREE OF TRASH, STICKS, ROOTS OR OTHER DEBRIS.
12. DI-AMMONIUM PHOSPHATE (18-46-0) SHALL BE SUPPLIED IN QUANTITY NECESSARY TO APPLY 1 LB/1000 SF TO ALL LAWN SEED

AREAS.
13. LAWN AREAS ARE TO BE HYDROSEEDED WITH SPECIES AND RATES SHOWN ON THIS SHEET AND HYDROMULCHED WITH DYE TO

ALLOW INSPECTION FOR COVERAGE. CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEANING ANY NON-LAWN SURFACES.
14. CONTRACTOR IS TO GUARANTEE ALL PLANT MATERIALS FOR A PERIOD OF ONE YEAR AFTER FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF WORK.
