
RESOLUTION 2020-04 
 

A RESOLUTION OF THE FRUITA CITY COUNCIL SUPPORTING A 
SCHOOLYARDS INITIATIVE GRANT FROM THE STATE BOARD OF GREAT 

OUTDOORS COLORADO AND THE COMPLETION AND IMPROVEMENTS TO THE 
PLAY AREA AT THE MONUMENT RIDGE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Fruita has partnered with the Mesa County School District (the 

“District”) to request  a $110,000 grant from Great Outdoors Colorado (the “Grant”) to complete 
the play areas at Monument Ridge Elementary School, and 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Fruita supports the Great Outdoors Colorado grant application 

for the “Monumental Outdoor Spaces for ALL Kids” and the completion of the project; and 
 

NOW, THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED BY THE FRUITA COUNCIL THAT: 
 
Section 1:  If the Grant is awarded, the Fruita City Council will enter into an 

intergovernmental agreement with the District to obtain the funding necessary to 
meet the terms and obligations the Grant, which funds shall be provided by the 
District.  

 
Section 2:  The Fruita City Council will enter into an intergovernmental agreement with the 

District to ensure the maintenance of the play areas in a high-quality condition for 
its useful life; provided, however, the District shall ultimately me responsible for 
maintenance of the play areas and will appropriate funds for such purpose.   

 
Section 3:  In the event the Grant is awarded, the Fruita City Council hereby authorizes the 

City Manager to sign the Grant agreement with Great Outdoors Colorado. 
 
Section 4: This resolution to be in full force and effect from and after its passage and 

approval.
