WHEREAS, the City of Fruita is not able to fund this high priority project without
significant impacts to the reserve or operational funds of the City; and

WHEREAS, the City of Fruita is interested in seeking grant funds from the Department
of Transportation to help complete this project and has adequate funds to meet the necessary
match requirements of the grant.

THAT the City Manager be authorized to submit an application to the Department of
Transportation on behalf of the City of Fruita requesting financial assistance for construction of
the South Mesa Street Improvements.
